Dear Dr. Piorkowski: 

This is to report fish caught under authority of ADF&G Collection Permit No. SF-2008-150 in the Fish River.  The permit was issued to allow capture of outmigrating coho salmon smolts.

Fish collection began June 12, and went through July 5, 2008 on the Niukluk River, a tributary to the Fish River.  Two fyke nets were used:  Station NK-1 (upstream) and NK-2 (downstream; Table 1).  Brendan Scanlon was notified the week of June 2 of our intent to begin sampling.   
A total of 2,187 juvenile coho salmon were caught this season at both sites, along with several other species (Table 2).  All fish were released alive on site, with the exception of 23 mortalities.  A subsample of 419 juvenile coho salmon were marked with temporary notches of the upper caudal fin (Table 3).  

The mean length of coho salmon was 67mm out of a sample size of 1,174.    Weights were not taken on any fish (Table 4).  Scales were also taken from 50 fish, but have not yet been analyzed.  This information will be included in the completion report which will be sent before March 2009 as stipulated.  
Separately, we also tested a rotary screw trap overnight from September 25 to 26 in the Fish River at White Mountain (catching 1 Dolly Varden, 1 ammocoete lamprey, and 3 sculpin; not included in tables below).
