There are 204 species of birds represented on this list. The
area covers the Anchor River drainage, the watersheds draining
into Kachemak Bay including all of Kachemak Bay State Park,

and the Bay itself. The northern boundary crosses the southern

end of the Kenai National Wildlife Refuge; the eastern border
coincides with the western boundary of Kenai Fjords National
Park and runs in the highlands above the southern drainages to
Kachemak Bay down to Point Pogibshi. Some of the species on
this list can only be seen on the South side of Kachemak Bay or
in other areas off of the road system.
